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imagina 2009 is a series of art events that will take place in San Miguel de Allende from November 25th to December 10th. The aim of all of the events is to raise awareness on issues related to violence against women and human rights, standing in solidarity with cities from New York to New Dehli, San Francisco to Sao Paolo. 

The 16 days of activism in San Miguel unite with the international observation of these dates that have been taking place since 1991. In June of that year, the Center for Woman’s Global Leadership called for a global campaign of 16 Days of Activism to End Gender Violence. This campaign would highlight the connections between women, violence and human rights from November 25 to December 10 of 1991. Since then, organizations related to violence, gender, human rights and art activism around the world observe these dates with the same purposes as in 1991. Despite the longevity of the activities that take place world wide, this will be the first year that this observation takes place in San Miguel de Allende.

imagina 2009 is a series of art events aiming to unite with the world wide observation of these dates. A number of local artists and organizations working towards gender equality and the promotion of human rights have come together in this project that includes: film series, panel discussions, poetry readings, celebrations and of course, art exhibitions. 

Artists from diverse fields such as photography, mixed media, installation, painting, etc. will come together in different venues for the exhibitions. Some of the local talents participating will be: Norma Suárez, Flor Acosta, Josephine Sacabo, Ana Thiel, Mary Lou Lipkin, Karen Wight, Ana Quiroz, Laura Begoña, Beverley Ashe, Alejandra Mendoza B., Mario Oliva, Alejandro Devesa, Marissa Bullosa, Juan Ezcurdia, and Lena Bartula, who also serves as the director of imagina 2009.
